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CONCEPTS TO BE TAUGHT

1- Black and orange are common Halloween colours

2- Pumpkin is  carved into  “Jack-o’-Lantern “

3- Children dress in costumes and go saying “ trick or treat” from door to door.

4- Scary creatures, costumes, and stories associated with Halloween are only fantasy  

    and are not to be feared.
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ART  ACTIVITIES

1-  Pumpkin :  fold orange paper into three equal sections. Cut round corners. Unfold 

                         and tape two ends together. Colour or paste shapes on one side to 

                         form face of “jack-o’-lantern.

2- Foot ghost : step on white paper. Trace around shoe. Use crayon or felt-

                          tipped pen to make face.

3- Tissue ghost : Roll a facial tissue or aluminum foil into a ball and place in the 

                            center of another tissue. Attach string to secure head. Leave ends 

                            free. Glue two small black circles on face to make eyes.

4- Ghostly pop-out card : fold a piece of black paper in half for the card. From

                                           white paper, cut a ghost almost as tall and half as wide as 

                                           the card. Fold ghost down the center. Unfold ghost and 

                                           card. Lay ghost inside card, matching folds. Folds should 

                                           bend in opposite directions. Tape sides of ghost to card. 

                                          When card is opened, the ghost pops out.
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FINGERPLAYS

1-    I am a pumpkin, big and round.

( form circle )

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1- Halloween discussion :  discuss thoughts and feelings about Halloween.


a- How do you look when wearing a mask or a costume ?


b- How does a costume or a mask make you feel ?


c- Are you sometimes afraid of costumes or masks ?


d- Which costumes are funny, scary, sad, an happy ?


e- Do you became a different person when you wear a costume or a mask ?


f- Halloween costumes can be removed. They are not real but only 

              representations of characters.

2- Haunted house : on poster board, draw picture of haunted house with windows 

    
  and doors. Cut three sides of each window or door so it will open and close.


  Attach to house : ghosts, jack-o’-lanterns, witches, and bats. Create story 

  about the haunted house. The story could be about a family ghosts. 

  Emphasize descriptive words. Examples are dark, misterious, or spooky.

3-  Ghost card game : make a set of cards with pictures of Halloween. Make a 

 matching set ( picture card + picture card ; picture card + word card ).

Spread all cards face down on table. Players take turns turning two cards at a time. The first player to see two, matching overturned cards says, “Boo !” and takes both cards. Play until all cards are matched.

4-  Witch’s brew : Draw large pot on poster board. Stand poster board on table. 

Children sit on floor in front of table. Teacher explains : “The witch is boiling some brew. A witch uses a variety of things in her stew. Listen and tell what objects are in the brew from the noises they make. “ Teacher makes noises behind poster board, and children guess what makes each noise. 

Examples are beaters beating, hands clapping, or bell ringing.

5-  Skala Kazam-Witch Magic : Pretend to be a witch and perform magic. Display 

pictures related to Halloween. Discuss each picture. Place “magic” scarf over pictures. Remove one picture when lifting scarf and saying : “Skala Kazam”.

Instead of pictures, use objects.

6-  What is a shadow ?  Discuss about shadows. Go outdoors and discover own 

shadow. Teacher says verse, and children do actions.

If I walk, my shadow walks.

If I run, my shadow runs.

And when I stand still, as you can see

My shadow stands beside me.

When I hope, my shadow hops.

When I jump, my shadow jumps.

And when I sit still, as you can see

My shadow sits beside me.

Try to change shape and length of shadow. Discuss other ways shadows can be made. Shadows can be made in bright light or at night when the moon is shining bright. Discuss fears about shadows. Give explanations for shadows to help remove fears.
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1-  Bob for apples : Attach an apple to string suspended from a broomstick 

held  by two adults. Player hold hands behind back and catches apple with teeth. Apple is given for treat.

2- Trick or Treat :  Adult stands behind a door. Child knocks on door and adult 

opens it. Child says : “ Trick or treat.” Adult has child do a trick before he receives a treat. Examples of tricks are jump, hop, make an animal noise, count 1 to 10, etc...
3- Shave Jack :  Inflate and tie end of orange balloon. Paint Jack-o’-lantern face

on it. Cover balloon with shaving cream. Players shaves Jack with a bladeless razor. A treat is received if Jack does not break.

4- What time is it, Mrs Witch ?  One player is Witch, who stands in center of room. 

Remaining players form line on one side of room. Adult asks : What time is it, Mrs. Witch ?” If witch says, “Midnight”, players run across to other side of the room. Repeat until all but one child is tagged. Last child then becomes Witch.

5-  Pass the pumpkin :  Sit in circle. One player sits, with eyes closed, in the center

of the circle. When the music starts, remaining players pass a small pumpkin or ball around circle. When music stops, the player holding the pumkin conceals it in his hands. Other players pretend to be holding pumpkin. Player in the center is given three turns to guess who has the pumpkin. Child holding pumpkin then goes to center of circle. Repeat. 
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THE WITCH ON HALLOWEEN      ( Tune--- “ Farmer in the Dell “ )


The witch on Halloween, the witch on Halloween.


Heigh ho,  let’s trick or treat, the witch on Halloween.

Second verse--  The witch wants a goblin.

Third verse --    The goblin wants a bat.

Fourth verse--   The bat wants a cat.

Fifth verse --     The cat wants a ghost.

Sixth verse --    The ghost says , “Boo !”

Seventh verse—They all screech and scream.

Stand in a circle. Players hold hands and move clockwise while singing first verse. Adult chooses witch who stands in center of circle. At end of second verse, the witch chooses a goblin, who joins him in the center of the circle.

Continue until all characters are chosen.

HOOKEY SPOOKY    ( Tune -- “ Hokey Pokey “ )


Put your right hand in, take your right hand out


Put your right hand in  and shake it all about.


Do the Hookey Spooky  and everybody shout.


“ That’s what it’s all about.  Boo ! “

Stand in a circle. Players do motions for first two lines. As third is sung, children turn around. As fourth line is sung , players slap thighs twice, clap hands twice, and raise hands above head. Repeat, using other parts of the body.

Variation:   Instead of the last two lines, use :  Do the Hookey Spooky and

             hoot like an owl, “ That’s what it’s all about.  Hoot ! “
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1-  Halloween faces and Feelings :  Facial expressions can reveal feelings to

others. Make faces in front of mirror that suggest feelings and appearances related to Halloween. Examples are spooky, scary, sad, happy, and angry. 

Halloween masks also depict feelings. Wear different masks and look into mirror. 

2-  A visit to a haunted house :  Pretend to visit a haunted house. Huddle together 

and tiptoe quietly through the woods to the house.  “ Whoo-whoo “ ! 

Who made that strange noise ? Don’t be afraid. It’s only an owl. 

Slowly open the door to the haunted house.   “Creak” !

Enter and push away the cobwebs.  Look !   There is a staircase. Let’s climb the stairs. There is a door at the top. Open it carefully. Ah-h-h ! Ther is a GHOST !  Run down the stairs. Open the front door.  Scamper through the forest.  Run home and lock the door.  Whew, safe at last.

3-   Let’s be witch :   “  The witch rides on her broom




       
Going here and there- zoom, zoom.





Sometimes she rides fast and sometimes she rides slow.





Watching Halloween fun below.  Ooooooooooooo !

Place a broom between legs and pretend to be witch flying while verse is recited. Encourage conversation to decribe how it feels to fly, what the speed of flight is, and what might be seen on Halloween.

4-   Halloween chatter : Make following sounds :  cackle like a witch, screech like 

a cat, hoot like an owl, and make a spooky noise like a ghost.

5-  Shadow  theatre :   Hang sheet and place a bright light behind it. One child goes 

behind curtain and pantomimes a character or simple act. Other guess what character he is portraying or what he is doing. Adult can help child decide what to do  if necessary.

Variation :  Players shut eyes while adult select someone to go behind the sheet. Remaining players guess to whom the shadow belongs.

6-   Paper bag owl :   From construction paper cut nose, eyes, and wings. Glue

features to brown paper lunch sack to make owl. Use for hand puppet.

7-   Egg carton mask :   Cut holes in bottom of two adjoining cup sections ofegg
cartons. Staple elastic string to sides or tie strings to holes punched in sides of
 masks
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1-   Witch’s magic potion :   Pretend to be a witch with a magic potion. Sprinkle

pepper  in a bowl of water and watch it float. Put a drop of soap in the water and watch what happens to the pepper. It should float away. Is this magic ? No. The oil in the soap causes the pepper to move.

2-  How pumpkins grow :   Make a big pictorial  chart showing the following 

sequence :


A.  Remove seed from harvested pumpkin. Plant seed in ground.


B.  Sun and rain help seed to grow.


C.  Seed grows into vine.


D.  Vine flowers


E.  Tiny green pumpkins begin to grow where flowers grew on vine.


F.  Pumpkins grow larger and turn orange.

Discuss various stages of growth.
