A classroom game for American Thanksgiving.
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You may blow up the turkey, colour it and then use it to play Stick the feather on the Turkey.

 It’s a good way to learn COLOURS, UP, DOWN, LEFT, RIGHT, etc. 

1)  Cut out one feather for each player.

2)  Ask each player to colour his/her feather with one or more colours.

3)  Put a piece of tape or sticky-tack on the back of the feather.

4)  Blindfold one player at a time.

5) Spin the player around a couple of times. (Be careful not to make players sick!)

6) Remaining players then verbally direct (left, right, up, down, behind you, in front of you, etc.) the blindfolded student to the correct placement of his or her feather.

7) To make this more competitive, you may ask each player to write his or her name on his or her feather, and then divide students into teams.

8) Take turns choosing players from each team. Only a player's team-mate(s) can offer directions.

9) The winning team is the team with the most feathers successfully placed.
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Variation:

You can draw a big Native American and let the children stick the coloured feathers on his head.
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
