


Kaleidoscope plans to valorise organisations and research groups working in close relationship with industry and other research stakeholders by establishing a European Award for Technology Transfer. By technology transfer we mean the process of developing practical applications for the results of scientific research (e.g. commercial exploitation, patent issued, actual use of research results in learning settings…). 
Nomination procedure

Any partner of the Kaleidoscope network or member of stakeholders club may nominate a research team who has been able to transfer technological research results into educational/learning practice through commercial or non-commercial exploitation. Nominations should be accompanied by a presentation of the “case” proposed for the award, containing reference to the supporting evidence on the effective transfer of research results.
Criteria
· Cutting edge technology, relevant to learning purpose

· Innovative value of research results

· State-of-the-art approaches to technology transfer (including needs/requirement analysis, stakeholders’ involvement in the research process, promotion of results, financial/investment strategy, etc.)

· Achievements in scale and relevance of exploitation results (e.g. commercial exploitation, Patent issued on research results, actual use of research results in learning settings)

· Potential for further exploitation

· Potential for transferability of relevant practice
