  A lamp for Europe

Preface: 

We were given the assignment  of designing a lamp for Europe.  In groups of 4-5 persons  (2 danish and 2-3 italiens) we had to make a report which would descripe the following: 

· The Design of the lamp.

· The Material it was made from.

· The Marketing strategy.

· The Machinery necessary for production. 

· The Price of materials and production.

And finally: 

· The use of the design in Other Products like mailboxes, cd-towers ect.

The report were to be written in the 3 languages, Italian English and Danish, so that the danish and italian students would be able to turn in a report in their own individual languages.   

The finished  drawings had to be precise and fully completed, so that the lamp could be manufactured in the Odense Tecnical School (O.T.S.) workshop in Denmark.

Design:

We came up with 4 different kind of lamp suggestions, all very different from each other. But despite of the difference they all had a similar feature - they were meant for outdoor use. 

We chose Joern’s idea, by voting for the one we liked the most. We all agreed that this design was beautiful and had a lot of potential.  

Marketing:

Our lamp project is designed for outdoor use. As it’s made for being mounted on the wall, it’s very appropriate for house owners and the industry. 

People living in apartments might not have the full benefit of our lamp, as its unique design is meant for complimenting the face of a house or building.

Our use of materials and the design, makes the product timeless and attractive to the widest spectra possible, though mainly younger people.

To make sure that our product reaches the most people possible, no expense should be speared on marketing. 

To realize this, our product wont be seen in special shops, but in large convenient stores and on shopping networks/internet. This should secure an effective form of marketing.  

Materials:

The product consists mainly of two different kind of materials, stainless steel and dimbled glass.

In the process of choosing the different kind of materials, we had to take in to consideration that the lamp was for outdoor use. This made stainless steel a good choice because of its beautiful appearance and, fact that it’s stainless makes it resistant in almost any kind of weather.

We chose to use dimbled glass because we wanted the lamp to have a special effect as well as lighting up a driveway etc. A regular glass cover wont fit the design of our lamp. So by using dimbled glass the lamp achieves the kind of effect we are looking for.

Other products:  

The use of our design as more than just a lamp is vide. The fact that it’s for outdoor use makes the design very suitable for doorknobs, house numbers, mailboxes etc. It’s all up to your imagination.   

Machines:

· Bending machines:

For bending the backplate.

· Cylintrical bendingmachine:

For bending the cylintrical parts of the lamp.

· A pair of plate chears:
For cutting the stainless steel plates.

· Stationary drilling machine:
For drilling holes in the backplate.

· Milling machine:
For milling the square rivet hole in the backplate.

· Plug:
For making the thread in the backplate, so that the glass cover can be mounted on top and buttom.
Conclusion:

The process of designing and realising a lamp, and the coorperation between danish and italian students went better than we could have been expected. Both parts were open and ready to create the best possible product. The language barriers were already broken in the beginning and even though the proces was slow, in the end, everything was solved in the best thinkable way.

Diary
